More about Keywords

“Core Keywords”
Core keywords are fundamental for the retrieving process. Agents use them to locate content efficiently trying to reduce the uncertainty as much as possible at exponential “pace”. However not always core keywords are “rare” within Major Subjects (baskets). High presence of “core keyword” could happen when i-URL’s Editors in their effort to think as “users” try to extend the scope of their corresponding URL’s sites. Another anomaly in this sense (too many “core keywords”) happens in the initial load of maps when the golden rule of “keyword specificity” is hard to follow because not well defined lower levels of Logical Trees. Anyhow the core keywords we are interested in are the ones that could help us to locate “similar URL’s” when retrieving “dead” links. 

For that reason we are going to use relative “high presence” “core keywords” as “search core keywords”, that is a subset of those keywords that are more represented within a given Major Subject. 

In order to define these subsets we must compute, from time to time, the “keywords presence distribution” for each Major Subject: for instance, how many keywords have presence in only 1 i-URL’s, how many in 2 i-URL’s and so on and so forth. Once computed we may decide to consider “search core keywords” the ones that have a relative presence of 3 and more than 3. The breaking point will depend on the global criteria of the CE, Chief Editor, from the point of view of aiding the retrieving agent’s tasks.

Where we may decide to use as “search core keywords” a subset of only 200 keywords, because we estimate that only keywords with a relative presence of 4 and more (~18% of “core keywords”) define the give Major Subject properly. 
Keywords per i-URL distribution

Complementary it will be extremely useful to have the “keywords per i-URL distribution” for all Major Subjects, perhaps a typical bell shape distribution, to draw conclusions about structural differences among Major Subjects, concerning Thesaurus. 
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
